an experienced person in a company or educational institution.

Mentorship offers a sense of community, which can be essential for women working within a male-dominated industry. Many 
women in our industry had to find a way to fit in on a path that was not set for them.

While the benefits of mentorship to mentees may appear obvious, mentors themselves also gain from these relationships. 
Mentors often find they grow and learn along with their mentees. For instance, a mentor may look differently at a concept  
like resilience after discussing it with a mentee.
